NEARBY RESTAURANTS OPEN ALL DAY
(Our sympathies if you want Thai – those closest don’t open until 5PM/later for dinner)
NOTE: If you’ve parked in the ECCC lot, you must exit on the Portola side.  To go south on SP to Albany, take immediate L back to Moeser (easier than turning L onto Richmond from Portola), then R to SP; to go north on SP, turn R @ stop sign (Richmond), then L @ next stop sign (Schmidt). Fastest way to EC Plaza is L on Richmond until it dead-ends @ Fairmount, then R to the next light, then L into it.
WITHIN WALKING DISTANCE:  

Baskin & Robbins – if all you need is a huge cream & sugar fix; SE corner of Moeser & SP.

Katana Ya Ramen – at the far end of the strip mall from Baskin & Robbins.
Golden Bowl (Chinese) – Corner SP & Burlingame – cross San Pablo at Moeser, then ½ block to your right.

Pizza Roma – in shopping center where Safeway used to be (NE corner of SP & Moeser)
EL CERRITO PLAZA:

Chef’s Chinese – SE side, beyond Trader Joe’s – pass Yummy Sushi, then turn left.
Deli (a couple of doors down from Chef’s Chinese)
Macaroni Grill (upscale version of Olive Garden) - on the Carlson side opposite Pier I Imports.
Panda Express (between Pasta Pomadoro & Rubio’s)

Pasta Pomadoro (next to Bed Bath & Beyond)
Rubio’s (Mexican; next to Panda Express)

Yummy Sushi (on SW corner; go in at Carlson, then turn R at stop sign)
SOUTH ON SAN PABLO (Turn left):

Albany Bowl (RH side just inside the Albany line) – basic “diner” food; ample parking in lot behind
Al’s Burgers (LH side, corner of Brighton, caddy corner from Albany Bowl – limited seats)

Elevation 66 Brewpub (LH side, next to the Cerrito Theater; parking could be tough) – excellent beer & eclectic pub grub (Beer Man loves the burger & excellent accompanying fries, fish & chips, & house-made potato chips)

FAST FOOD on R as you head south:  Jack in the Box; KFC; Burger King; Nation’s (limited or no seating @ KFC & JitB).
Huong Tra (SE Corner of SP & Central) - slightly upscale Vietnamese; not recommended on Sun.
Little Hong Kong (RH side, just past Stockton; has parking lot)
Montero’s Mexican Restaurant & Club (SP & Solano SE corner – tough on-street parking; Sunday Brunch til 4)
Round Table Pizza (RH side @ Buchanan – park in strip mall)

Sizzler (LH side, about 3 blocks past EC Plaza)

Solano Ave (turn left from SP):  Barney’s (burgers) & Gourmet Burrito (on LH side) are open all day, as are some others.  However, street parking is tough, so we advise against on Sunday, when you’ll have barely an hour to eat.

Strip Mall on L @ Stockton: Subway, Armadillo (BBQ), & a Burrito Shop

Waikiki Hawaiian BBQ (across from EC Plaza just before Carlson)

NORTH ON SAN PABLO (Turn right):

Carrow’s  (LH side @ Potrero – turn U @ Potrero, then into lot, or L on Potrero & next L to access from back side)
Denny’s (RH side – lot accessible from both Potrero & SP)

Huong Tra (Excellent Vietnamese – in small strip mall on LH side just past McDonald)

IHOP (LH side, opposite BART station)

Little Caesar’s Pizza (same strip mall as Carrow’s; may be takeout only)

McDonald’s & Church’s (LH side near McDonald Ave, just past Home Depot)

Safeway Deli & other fast food – RH side (where Target used to be) just before EC Del Norte BART

Strings (Excellent reasonably-priced Italian – RH side just beyond EC Del Norte BART in newish strip mall)
Wienerschnitzel (next to EC Post office on LH side – difficult to access headed N on SP because of no L turns)
OTHER OPTIONS SLIGHTLY OFF THE “MAIN DRAG”

Fatapple’s (burgers & slightly upscale diner food; excellent baked goods – LH side of Fairmount at Colusa; easiest way there is L on Richmond or south on Ashbury to Fairmount, then L on Fairmount.  Small parking lot, but it shouldn’t be too busy 2:30-4:00 & street parking is OK.
Ranch 99 Shopping Center (Pierce St, just South of Central) – to get there, go S on SP to Central, R on Central, then L at the 2 gas stations.  Many Asian restaurants (mostly Chinese), but tough parking - not recommended on Sunday.
